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the following is the "pair sucker" mod as

performed on an 02 gsxr1000.....the

instructions are very similar as those for the

600, (and probably the 750) from which some

of these  pix were borrowed.....

**keep in mind this mod is for off-road use

only, and violates DOT emission rules and

regulations. This a lso MAY VOID your warranty

for good....**

STEP  ONE.....

-i will assume you know how to unbolt and

prop the fuel tank....the lighter the better

always....remember to secure the prop rod

once its up heres where the tank is.....(yellow)

-STEP TWO
-i will assume you know how to remove the airbox/cleaner from the throttle-bodies....
**quick rundown if ya dont**

RHS-unplug the IAT sensor (green elec. connection) and the PAIR hose (next to green
connection)....then loosen the two throttle body clamps for cyl no.3 and 4

LHS-unplug the IAP sensor (black connection...will unsnap and slide toward you)....also, disconnect the
little ¼¼"id tube (on said sensor assembly))....then loosen the two throttle body clamps for cyl no.1 and
2

Disconnect the crankcase breather hose (½½"ID tuning) from the middle of the airbox

Unbolt the 10mm mounting bolt located at the front (steering stem) of the box

Remove the airbox and set it aside.....

STEP THREE
-observe the pair system and how it is routed...(pix borrowed)

the yellow XXXX's show the difference between the
600 (as shown) and the 1000 (route goes to end of arrow...)

STEP FOUR
-remove the pair valve, and the connecting
hoses....as mentioned above, the thin ¼¼"±±ID
throttle body hose runs to the back of the throttle
bodies, around cyl. no.3 & 4....just trace it back to
the fitting befoire pulling it, and it'll be easy to cap
off (use a tight fitting vac cap...if needbeso, zip tie it
to be safe)

STEP FIVE
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-using the pic below, assemble the new ½½"ID TEE FITTING (NAPA#660-1671) to the existing fittings
on the head (red arrows).....then from the outlet of the TEE FITTING extend for about 3-4" and
assemble the ½"ID 90°  ELBOW FITTING (NAPA#660-1481)

pix with cranckcase hose already fitted...(sorry) 

STEP SIX
-from the outlet of the 90°� 
 ELBOW FITTING, run the ½½"ID heater hose along the front rail of the
throttle bodies, and GENTLY curved around the RHS end of them, toward the crankcase fitting.....you
now need to unplug the cranckcase hose, and plug in the hose as run from uptop.....

**CAUTION the line running from the pair ports, and ending at the crankcase MUST be fully open; no
kinks, pressed sides, or the like.....this is critical for
this to work properly AND could result in engine
damage if not properly run***

STEP SEVEN
-next the airbox inlets need to be 'capped' off. This
differs from information i had regarding the 600
model. The caps need to be ½" (NAPA#660-
1697....two pack) versus a smaller size (3/8") as
reported for the 600; they are however in the same
location.. 

STEP EIGHT
-once fitted, make sure all lines will reach and give enough slack as to not bind, and then clamp them
(any smaller sized stainless clamps) as needed....
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STEP NINE
-replace the aircleaner/box (see above instructions in reverse order) and continue to notice if the box
pinches any tubing...adjust accordingly

STEP TEN
-LOWER THE TANK...dont fasten OR ride it!!!, but start her (or him) up......let the bike warm to 160°� 
 F
and observe the idle speed.....

in my experience, my idle dropped to an unacceptable 850rpms±±...

this is why we left the tank unbolted---a simple clockwise adjustment on the idle screw got it (idle) back
to a smoother 1,150rpms±±

STEP ELEVEN
